ONE OF THE MOST TALENTED GOALIES IN THE HISTORY
OF NORTH OLMSTED HIGH SCHOOL SOCCER, BLAKE ONLY
LOST ONE GAME IN HIS FOUR YEARS OF PLAY FOR THE
NORTH OLMSTED HIGH SCHOOL SOCCER PROGRAM. AS

A JUNIOR VARSITY GOALIE FOR TWO YEARS, BLAKE'S
TEAMS WERE UNDEFEATED. HIS FIRST LOSS WAS IN THE
1984 STATE CHAMPIONSHIP GAME. AS A JUNIOR IN 1984,
HIS TEAM WAS 21-1. AS A SENIOR, THE 1985 TEAM WAS 25-0
AND CROWNED STATE CHAMPIONS. DURING HIS SENIOR
YEAR, BLAKE COLLECTED SEVERAL AWARDS INCLUDING
BEING NAMED TO THE PLAIN DEALER ALL STAR TEAM,
PLAIN DEALER PLAYER OF THE WEEK AND WAS NAMED TO
THE PRESTIGIOUS FIRST TEAM ALL-GREATER CLEVELAND
TEAM.

AFTER GRADUATING FROM NORTH OLMSTED HIGH
SCHOOL, BLAKE ATTENDED CLEVELAND STATE UNIVER-
SITY WHERE HE BECAME A TWO TIME ALL CONFERENCE
SOCCER PLAYER. HE LEFT HIS MARK ON THE PROGRAM BY
LEAVING WITH THREE SCHOOL RECORDS FOR GOALKEEP-
ING. BLAKE’S RECORDS INCLUDE MOST GAMES PLAYED
BY A GOALKEEPER, MOST SHUTOQUTS IN A SEASON AND
MOST SHUTOUTS IN A CAREER.

AFTER PLAYING A YEAR PROFESSIONALLY WITH THE
CLEVELAND CRUNCH, BLAKE RETURNED TO CLEVELAND
STATE TO WORK ON HIS MASTERS DEGREE IN SPORTS MAN-
AGEMENT.

BLAKE FEELS VERY GRATEFUL TO HAVE ATTENDED NORTH
OLMSTED HIGH SCHOOL AND FEELS HE HAD THE BEST

OF BOTH WORLDS ACADEMICALLY AND ATHLETICALLY.
COACH HATFIELD, COACH BOOTH AND JAN DENMAN WERE
PEOPLE THAT BLAKE FELT HAD A SIGNIFICANT IMPACT ON
HIM.

KURTIS MASCIO

ONE OF THE MOST WELL ROUNDED STUDENT-ATHLETES

IN OUR HALL OF FAME, KURTIS WAS MUCH MORE THAN
JUST A TENNIS PLAYER. A MEMBER OF THE FRENCH CLUB,
THE SKI CLUB AND THE NATIONAL SOCIAL STUDIES OLY M-
PIAD WERE JUST A FEW OF THE OTHER ACTIVITIES HE WAS
INVOLVED IN WHILE ALSO ATTAINING A PERFECT ATTEN-
DENCE RECORD.

FROM 1986 TO 1989, THE NORTH OLMSTED TENNIS TEAM
ENJOYED SOME OF THE MOST SUCCESSFUL Y EARS IN THE
HISTORY OF THE PROGRAM AND A BIG REASON WAS KUR-
TIS. THE VARSITY TEAM WON A TOTAL OF 82 MATCHES
WHILE LOSING ONLY 14.

AS A SOPHOMORE PAIRED WITH PARTNER MARK DA UER,
THE DUO HAD A RECORD OF 25-6. THE DUQ WON THE
SOUTHWESTERN CONFERENCE CHAMPIONSHIP IN 1987
AND WENT TO THE REGIONAL FINAL. THIS WAS ALSO

THE TEAM’S FIRST SOUTHWESTERN CONFERENCE TEN-

NIS CHAMPIONSHIP IN SCHOOL HISTORY. KURTIS EARNED
MANY HONORS INCLUDING THE PRESTIGIOUS PLAIN DEAL-
ER ALL-SCHOLASTIC.

AS A JUNIOR IN 1988 THE TEAM REPEATED AS THE SOUTH-
WESTERN CONFERENCE CHAMPIONS AND ONCE AGAIN
THE DUO OF MASCIO AND DAUER GARNERED SEVERAL
HONORS INCLUDING BEING NAMED TO THE PLAIN DEALER
ALL-SCHOLASTIC TEAM WHILE EARNING A RECORD OF 26-4.

SENIOR YEAR THE DOUBLES TEAM WAS SECTIONAL
CHAMPS AND FINISHED THIRD IN THE DISTRICT BEFORE
QUALIFYING FOR THE STATE TOURNAMENT. KURTIS END-
ED HIS VARSITY CAREER WITH AN OVERALL RECORD OF
81-23.

AFTER GRADUATING FROM NORTH OLMSTED HIGH
SCHOOL KURTIS HAD A STELLAR TENNIS CAREER AT OHIO
NORTHERN UNIVERSITY WHERE HE ALSO EARNED A
DEGREE IN ELECTRICAL ENGINEERING.

A MULTI-SPORT ATHLETE, CHRISTINA COMPETED IN CROSS
COUNTRY, BASKETBALL AND TRACK IN HER FOUR YEARS AT
NORTH OLMSTED HIGH SCHOOL. AS AN HONOR ROLLSTU-
DENT, CHRISTINA WAS ONE OF THE FIRST STUDENTS AT NORTH
OLMSTED HIGH SCHOOL TO ENROLL IN THE POST SECONDARY
OPTION PROGRAM, WHICH ALLOWED HER TO ACT UALLY AT-
TEND COLLEGE CLASSES HER JUNIOR AND SENIOR YEARS AT
NORTH OLMSTED. CHRISTINA TOOK ADVANTAGE OF THIS PRO-
GRAM AND FELT THAT IT REALLY GAVE HER THE OPPORTUNITY
TO GET A “JUMP ON LIFE AND HER CAREER.”

THE SPRING TIME WAS THE TIME OF YEAR THAT BROUGHT OUT
THE BEST IN CHRISTINA. THIS MEANT TRACK SEASON ANDIT
WAS HER TIME TO SHINE. IN A CLASS OF HER OWN ONCE SHE
STEPPED ON THE TRACK, CHRISTINA MAY BE THE ONLY TRACK
ATHLETE IN SCHOOL HISTORY TO ACTUALLY QUALIFY FOR THE
STATE TRACK MEET ALL FOUR YEARS. AS A FRESHMAN, HER 4
X 400 RELAY TEAM QUALIFIED FOR THE STATE AND FINISHED
FIFTH, AS A SOPHOMORE HER 4 X 400 RELAY TEAM AGAIN QUAL-
IFIED BUT SHE COULD NOT PARTICIPATE DUE TO AN INJURY,
HER JUNIOR YEAR SHE QUALIFIED FOR THE 400 METER AND
ONCE AGAIN THE 4 X 400 RELAY TEAM QUALIFIED. HER SENIOR
YEAR SHE PLACED FIFTH IN THE 400 AND HER 4 X 200 RELAY
TEAM QUALIFIED. IN 1993 AND 1994 SHE LED HER TEAM TO THE
SOUTHWESTERN CONFERENCE CHAMPIONSHIP WHILE GARNER-
ING SEVERAL FIRST TEAM ALL SOUTHWESTERN CONFERENCE
AWARDS. CHRISTINA HELD THE 400 METER SCHOOL RECORD
FOR SEVERAL YEARS AND HER 4 X 400 RELAY TEAM STILL
HOLDS THE SCHOOL RECORD.

ONE OF THE MOST HERALDED PLAYERS IN NORTH
OLMSTED SOCCER HISTORY, CHRIS LED HIS TEAM TO

TWO SOUTHWESTERN CONFERENCE TITLES IN 1989 AND
1990 AND ALSO PLAYED IN TWO STATE CHAMPIONSHIP
GAMES. WITH AN UNSELFISH STYLE OF PLAY, CHRIS ONCE
HELD THE RECORD FOR ASSISTS IN A SEASON AND STILL
RANKS THIRD AS THE ALL-TIME ASSIST LEADER IN NORTH
OLMSTED SOCCER HISTORY. BEING UNSELFISH USUALLY
DOES NOT ADD UPTO INDIVIDUAL HONORS ON THE ATH-
LETIC FIELD, BUT THIS WAS NOT THE CASE WITH CHRIS. AS
HIS SEASONS OF PLAY WENT ON, CHRIS GARNERED SUCH
PRESTIGIOUS HONORS AS: FIRST TEAM ALL SOUTHWEST-
ERN CONFERENCE, SOUTHWESTERN CONFERENCE MOST
VALUABLE PLAYER, ALL. GREATER CLEVELAND, ALL SUN
HERALD TEAM, TEAM MOST VALUABLE PLAYER, FIRST
TEAM ALL-OHIO AND ALL-CENTRAL USA.

AFTER GRADUATING FROM NORTH OLMSTED HIGH
SCHOOL, CHRIS WENT ON TO PLAY FOR INDIANA UNIVERSI-
TY WHERE HE WAS A MEMBER OF THERE TWO-TIME NCAA
FINAL FOUR SOCCER TEAMS.

CHRIS PUT HIS SPORTS MARKETING DEGREE FROM INDI-
ANATO GOOD USE AS HE CURRENTLY HOLDS THE TITLE
OF DIRECTOR OF SOCCER SPORTS MARKETING, ADIDAS
AMERICA.

IN LOOKING BACK AT HIS HIGH SCHOOL CAREER CHRIS
HAD THIS TO SAY: “WEARING THE SOCCER JERSEY WITH
SUCH GREAT PRIDE AND OUR SCHOOL NAME MEANT SO
MUCH TO ME AND IT INSTANTLY STRUCK FEAR IN OUR
OPPONENTS. IT WAS AND SHOULD BE A GREAT SENSE OF

PRIDE FOR ANY PLAYER TO WEAR.”

CHRIS ALSO MADE SPECIAL MENTION OF COACHES
HALLER AND HATFIELD AS WELL HiS TEACHERS SUE MER-
RILL AND KAYE RAMSAY AS INFLUENTIAL PEOPLE IN HIS
LIFE WHILE AT NORTH OLMSTED HIGH SCHOOL..

A VERSATILE THREE-SPORT ATHLETE, SCOTT PARTICIPATED
IN FOOTBALL, BASKETBALL AND TRACK WHILE ATTEND-
ING NORTH OLMSTED HIGH SCHOOL. AS A BASKETBALL
PLAYER, SCOTT WAS FIRST TEAM ALL SOUTHWESTERN
CONFERENCE, WAS A PLAIN DEALER DREAM TEAMER AND
WAS HONORABLE MENTION ALL-DISTRICT. AS A FOOT-
BALL PLAYER, SCOTT PLAYED QUARTERBACK AND DEFEN-
SIVE BACK AND SHINED AT BOTH POSITIONS. AS CAPTAIN
OF THE FOOTBALL TEAM, SCOTT WAS A FIRST TEAM ALL
SOUTHWESTERN CONFERENCE SELECTION AND WAS ALSO
SELECTED AS THE PLAIN DEALER OFFENSIVE PLAYER OF
THE WEEK,

A NATIONAL HONOR SOCIETY MEMBER, SCOTT EXCELLED
IN'THE CLASSROOM AS WELL AS THE ATHLETIC FIELD.
WITH THE LETHAL COMBINATION OF INTELLIGENCE AND
SPEED, SCOTT COULD BEAT YOU WITH HIS HEAD OR WITH
HIS LEGS ANY TIME ON THE FIELD OF PLAY. THIS COM-
BINATION MADE SCOTT ONE OF THE MOST FEARED ATH-
LETES IN THE SOUTHWESTERN CONFERENCE HIS JUNIOR
AND SENIOR YEARS. HALL OF FAME COACH TOM WATTS
CALLED SCOTT “ONE OF THE MOST INTELLIGENT PLAY ERS
FEVER COACHED.” COACH WATTS THOUGHT SO MUCH OF
SCOTT THAT HE CHANGED HIS LONG TIME OFFENSE AND
RETURNED TO THE SINGLE WING SO HE COULD TAKE AD-
VANTAGE OF SCOTT’S MANY TALENTS.

WHEN THE COLLEGE SCOUTS CAME CALLING, SCOTT WAS
A VERY ATTRACTIVE RECRUIT SINCE HE POSSESSED THAT
COMBINATION OF SPEED AND INTELLIGENCE. AS A RE-
SULT, AFTER GRADUATING FROM NORTH OLMSTED HIGH
SCHOOL, SCOTT ATTENDED PURDUE UNIVERSITY WHERE
HE PLAYED DEFENSIVE BACK AND EARNED ALL BIG TEN
ACADEMIC HONORS.

IN LOOKING BACK ON HIS ATHLETIC CAREER AT NORTH
OLMSTED HIGH SCHOOL, SCOTT SAYS THAT "MY FRIEND-
SHIPS FROM THE ATHLETIC FIELDS AT NORTH OLMSTED
HIGH SCHOOL HAVE TURNED OUT TO BE MY FRIENDS FOR
LIFE.”

A NATIVE OF TOLEDO, OHIO, COACH BURKETT ATTENDED
TOLEDO DEVILBIS HIGH SCHOOL WHERE HE PARTICIPATED
IN BOTH BASEBALL AND BASKETBALIL. AS A BASKET-
BALL PLAYER, JIM EARNED ALL CITY HONORS AND AS A
BASEBALL PLAYER WAS NAMED TO THE FIRST TEAM ALL-
CITY TEAM. AFTER GRADUATING FROM DEVILBIS HIGH
SCHOOL, JIM WAS OFFERRED A PRO BASEBALL CONTRACT
TO PITCH FOR THE ST. LOUIS BROWNS BUT DECIDED TO AT-
TEND COLLEGE INSTEAD AT THE REQUEST OF HIS FATHER.
CHOOSING BOWLING GREEN STATE UNIVERSITY, JIM WAS
AN OUTSTANDING PLAYER ON BOTH THE BASKETBALL
AND BASEBALL TEAMS AND GRADUATED WITH A TEACH-
ING DEGREE.

UPON HIS GRADUATION FROM BOWLING GREEN, JIM AC-
CEPTED HIS FIRST TEACHING AND COACHING POSITION
WITH BELLEVUE CITY SCHOOLS. FROM 1959 TO 1962 JIM
WAS THE ASSISTANT VARSITY BASKETBALL COACH AT
MANSFIELD SENIOR HIGH SCHOOL UNDER THE LEGEND-
ARY VERN HOFFMAN (ONE OF THE ALL-TIME WINNINGEST
BASKETBAILL COACHES IN THE STATE OF OHIO). FROM 1962
TO 1970, JIM WAS THE HEAD COACH AND ATHLETIC DIREC-
TOR AT MANSFIELD SENIOR HIGH SCHOOL AND WON TWO
CONFERENCE CHAMPIOSHIPS IN THAT TIME.

AS THE BOYS HEAD BASKETBALL COACH AT NORTH
OLMSTED HIGH SCHOOL FROM 1970 TO 1979, JIM POSTED A
97-76 RECORD, WON TWO SOUTHWESTERN CONFERENCE
CHAMPIONSHIPS AND WAS THE SOUTHWESTERN CONFER-
ENCE COACH OF THE YEAR IN 1971. FROM 1982 TO 1984, JIM
TOOK OVER THE GIRLS PROGRAM AND POSTED A 28-15 RE-
CORD (INCLUDING A 22-1 RECORD IN 1984), WON A SOUTH-
WESTERN CONFERENCE CHAMPIONSHIP IN 1984 AND ALSO
WON SOUTHWESTERN CONFERENCE COACH OF THE YEAR
HONORS.

JIM ENDED HIS COACHING CAREER IN 1984 WINNING MORE
SOUTHWESTERN CONFERENCE BASKETBALL CHAMPION-
SHIPS THAN ANY OTHER COACH IN NORTH OLMSTED HIGH
SCHOOL HISTORY.
