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Course Objective:

To enable the math student to understand, explain, and prove the target skill using the appropriate method.  To stimulate the students interest, appreciation, and way of thinking to help the student become independent thinkers.


This course provides the student with a year of Transition to College Math.  A course syllabus outlining the contents can be found in the Transition to College Math book in the table of contents.  We will be covering the entire book by the end of the school year.

Class Procedures:
* Come to class prepared with all materials

* Be in the vicinity of your seat when the bell rings

* Have homework completed and checked

* Act responsibly and treat others with respect

* Raise hand to ask/answer a question or to request permission to leave seat

* Record all assignment in Student Handbook

* Before or after the lesson the student may ask to use passes if he or she

   has their handbook.  

* Remember that all rules in the Student Handbook apply

* Must have own Student Handbook for passes (emergency use only)

** There will be homework assigned nearly every day and students will be expected to get some of it finished during the class period.

*** As the year progresses, there may be a need for additional assignments and modifications of expectations.

Behavior Procedure for Mr. Padavick’s Class
Students are expected to follow all the rules of conduct as listed in the “Student-Parent Handbook”.  Not following the rules will result in:


1st) Talking to the student about the problem.


2nd) Detentions will be assigned.


3rd) A call to the parents will be made


4th) The student will be referred to an administrator.

Testing Procedure:
Generally a test will be given after every chapter.  Each test will cover all lessons from lesson 1.  Quizzes will also be given from time to time.  A homework grade will also be averaged in as a test grade.  Only one class period is aloud to complete the test.  Questions may not be asked on test days!
**Parents must sign each completed and checked chapter review before each test.  Failure to do so will result in points off of the test.  If student fails to complete the review, they will not be permitted to take the test until review is completed and parent’s signature is on it.  Parents will be contacted that day from the teacher.

A student starts with 100 homework points and gets 10 points off for each missing assignment or assignment completed in pen.  He/she receives 5 points off for each half-homework.  

The student will take 3 to 5 tests (100 points each) each quarter.

The student may be given a quiz grade (50 points per quiz).

The student’s grade each quarter is an arithmetic average of the homework points, test points, and quiz points (if any), using the above scale at the top of the sheet.  There will be no extra credit.

During in class work/group work, you will be evaluated on the effort being made.  Points can only be taken away for students not on task.  The student will be informed with one warning and then points removed from the homework score.

Make-up work following an absence:
The time frame for make-up work will be equivalent to “the number of days absent plus one”.  It is the responsibility of the student to initiate contact with his/her teacher regarding academic work required during the period of absence.

Projects
Through out the course of the year, there will be a College Research Project and an On Line Trig Course worth at least 300 points.  (2+ test scores)  Rubrics of each will be handed out at the beginning of the quarter they are due. Refer to student handbook pertaining to the rules of projects.  

What you may expect:

Your teacher will be prepared each day.

You will be treated fairly and with respect.

A classroom atmosphere conducive to learning will be maintained.

Tests and quizzes will be graded and returned to you the next day with few exceptions.

A sincere effort will be made to answer every legitimate question.

Your teacher will be available for individual instruction during his preparation period or after school when possible.  Please make arrangements for such help after you are convinced that the classroom explanation is not sufficient.  A list of times of availability is in his classroom.

What I expect:
1.

Students will sit in and remain in assigned seats unless the teacher to sit elsewhere for learning purposes grants permission

6.
Students who have missed work due to absence should inquire as soon as possible about the work they missed.  It is best to contact a responsible classmate to secure assignments during an absence.  If that cannot be done, the teacher should be consulted immediately upon return to class.

If a student is present the day an assignment is made or a test is announced but absent on the day the assignment is due or the test is given that student is responsible for turning in the assignment or taking the test on the first day of his/her return to school.  Any extenuating circumstances should be discussed with the teacher.

Non adherence to any of the above expectations may result in one or more of the following actions: verbal warning, one to one conference, parent call, detention, referral, or removal form class.
